and worship in Sri Lanka, but the
government is now pressuring

all churches to officially register.
Local governments sometimes
participate in attacks on pastors
and churches. Despite the threats
and attacks, Sri Lankan churches
are strongly engaged in church-
planting and missionary-sending
activities. Reliable statistics are
unavailable, but roughly 70 percent
of Sri Lankans are Buddhist, 10
percent Hindu, 10 percent Muslim
and 10 percent Christian. The north
of the country is majority Hindu
and the south majority Buddhist.
Christians are a persecuted
minority in both areas.
